Issues Solutions and explanations

The TV is not powered on. Make sure that the power cord is connected and that the remote has live batteries and
is functioning properly. If the power cord is properly connected and the remote control
is operating normally, there might arise a problem with the antenna cable connection,
or the cable/set-top box might not be turned on. Check the antenna connection or turn
on the cable/satellite box.

The TV won't turn on. Make sure that the AC power cord is securely plugged in to the TV and the wall outlet.
