Do not keep other stuffs in rear
and top of refrigerator.
• Cooling efficiency gets low due to

bad ventilation that causes no 
heat-sink.

• Do not place stuffs on top of refrig-
erator as they are apt to fall down.

Avoid heat and water
• They may cause rust or color deteri-

oration on exterior of refrigerator.

Install the refrigerator at the place
where its environ-mental tempera-
ture is low.
• It provides a better cooling 

efficiency.
• Avoid any direct sunshine.
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HOW TO GROUND

The refrigerator should be grounded.
The purpose of grounding is to prevent any power leakage or electric shock caused by the current leakage from the
refrigerator.
❊ Never ground to gas pipes, telephone line and lightning rod as it is very dangerous at the time of lightning strikes.

In case of outlets without ground terminals.
• Bury the ground cable connected to a copper plate into

the ground with plenty of moistures at the depth of over
25CM, or use a power source which is equipped with 
circuit breakers.

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HOW TO EXCHANGE INDOOR LAMPS

Freezing room indoor lamp

• Remove the indoor lamp cover by using     driver
and pull out the lamp and  fit the front part of   
indoor lamp cover into the groove and then fit the    
rear part.

First plug out from the outlet.

Refrigerating room indoor lamp

1. Unscrew the fixed bolt and separate the lamp by
fitting the      driver into two side holes of indoor
lamp cober and pressing it.

2. Turn the indoor lamp to pull it out and replace it
with a new one.

3. After fitting the front part of indoor lamp cover, fit
the rear sill area and then fix it with screw.
❊ In case of having difficulties in replacing and

purchasing parts, contact the nearest

Non-operation or bad refrigeration

Foods in refrigerating room are frozen

Noises and strange sound

Too hot at the front corner and side wall areas of
refrigerator. Dew are forming

• Check the connection of power plug.
• Isn’t the temperature control lamp of front operating

panel in “LOW” mode?
• Isn’t there sunshine or heat directly applied to 

refrigerator.
• Isn’t the rear plate of refrigerator too close to the

wall?

• Isn’t the temperature control lamp of front operating
panel in “HIGH” mode?

• Isn’t the environmental temperature around the
installing place too high?

• Isn’t the watery foods put into the inside of refrigera-
tor when the cool air is coming out?

• Check if the floor is not flat or not hard.
• Isn’t the rear plate of refrigerator too close to walls?
• Is there any stuffs fallen down at rear or beneath of

refrigerator?
• Isn’t it the sound of compressor within the product?
• The sound of “TICK TICK” from inside of refrigerator

is the one to be heard when various parts are con-
tracted or expanded by cooling operation, therefore it
does not mean any trouble with it.

• This is because heat pipe  is installed at the front
corner to prevent dew-forming. It is likely to feel that
the temperature on these area is very high  in  the
environmental conditions of high exteior temperature.
However, it does not mean any trouble with it.

• It happens that dews form on the outer wall of refrig-
erator under the high humidity environment. This is
because the moisture in the air touches the cold sur-
face of refrigerator.

• It is the flowing sound of refrigerant that is cooling
the inside of refrigerator.

❊ Some smells may be generated in refrigerator or in
ice when in use as follow.

• When preserving meat and fish without any sealing.
• When preserving dried fish such as kettlefish,

anchovies and laver without sealing.
• When preserving foods with sealing by using smelly

vinyl.
Cautions : Use sanitary vinyl envelopes when pre

serving foods by using vinyl envelopes.
There may be often a smell of sterilizing
medicine when making the ice with run-
ning water from the faucet.

• Isn’t the air exit of freezing room blocked?
• Allow some distance between foods for better air 

circulation.
• Isn’t the door closed completely?

• This happens when the environmental humidity is
high or the door is open for a long time or watery
foods are stored without a lid.

• Preserve foods with the lid closed or wraps sealed.
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WHAT IS THE LOW TEMPERATURE CATALYZING DEODORIZER?

Low temperature catalyzing deodorizer

Low temperature catalyzing deodoriz-
er is installed at cool air suction hole
where the air of refrigerating room is
sucked, therefore, even without any
additional operation, smells are
removed while air is in a natural 
circulation.

It is so designed as to suck and 
completely remove  smells. Also it
has an excellent capability of deodor-
izing the bad smell of the favorate
foods particularly at home.

bad smell

• Low temperature catalyzing deodorizer has a semi-permanent lifetime.
• The function of low temperature catalyzing deodrizer has no harmful effect on human bodies and is

applied only to remove smells from the stored foods within the refrigerator.

• Use wraps or sealed tank when preserving foods with much smells.
Deodorizing effect  may be reduced as the smells are adhered to inner wall of refrigerator or to other
foods.
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
