If you press it 
in the LIST mode, it switches into the List save mode. In the 
List save mode, you can save teletext page into list using the 
8(store) button.

Used to hold the display on a given page if the selected 
page is linked with several secondary pages which follow on 
automatically. To resume, press it again.

@	� 7 (cancel) 
Used to display the broadcast when searching for a page.

#	� Colour buttons (red/green/yellow/blue) 
If the FASTEXT system is used by a broadcasting company, the different topics covered on a teletext 
page are colour-coded and can be selected by pressing the coloured buttons. Press one of them 
corresponding to the required. The page is displayed with other 
coloured information that can be selected in the same way. To 
display the previous or next page, press the corresponding coloured 
button.

Securing the TV to the Wall
Caution: Pulling, pushing, or climbing on the TV may cause the TV to fall. In particular, 
ensure your children do not hang over or destabilize the TV; doing so may cause the TV 
to tip over, causing serious injuries or death. Follow all safety precautions provided on the 
included Safety Flyer. For added stability, install the anti-fall device for safety purposes, as 
follows.

To avoid the TV from falling:

1.	 Put the screws into the clamps and firmly fasten them onto the wall. Confirm that the screws have 
been firmly installed onto the wall.

You may need additional material such a s an anchor depending on the type of wall.
Since the necessary clamps, screws, and string are not supplied, please purchase these 
additionally.

2.	 Remove the screws from the center back of the TV, put the screws into the clamps, and then 
fasten the screws onto the TV again.

Screws may not be supplied with the product. In this case, please purchase the screws of the 
following specifications.

3.	 Connect the clamps fixed onto the TV and the clamps fixed onto the wall with a strong string and 
then tie the string tightly.
