Your new Samsung Dishwasher will change the way you feel about doing dishes. 
From its large capacity to its energy efficiency, your new Samsung dishwasher 
has all the features to make your chores much less mundane.

1.	Powerful 3 washing spray arms spraying 6 ways
Your Samsung dishwasher has 3 spray arms - top, upper, and lower arms.
All 3 of the 2-way washing spray arms powerfully spray cleaning water in a total of 6 
directions to improve the washing performance.

2.	Elegant design with digital touch sensors
Digital touch sensors are used in the control panel for more simple operation, with a touch of 
elegance.

3.	Quadruple filter system 
The quadruple filter system and the food filtration device crushes food remains from the 
dishes, glasses, cooking pots and cutlery inside the dishwasher into small particles. Since 
food remains are crushed by stainless blades, then filtrated, collected and picked out by the 
draining cycle, you do not need to worry about any food remains inside bowls and dishes. 
Your Samsung dishwasher has the best filtration performance of dishwashers in its class.

This manual contains important information regarding the use and care of your new Samsung 
dishwasher. Refer to it for descriptions of the control panel, instructions on how to use the 
dishwasher, and tips for making the most of its state-of-the-art features and technologies. The 
cycle chart in the “Program overview” section offers an overview of the different cycles and the 
“Troubleshooting” section tells you what to do if something goes wrong.

Condensing dry technology
•	 Saves energy by drying the dishes using the remaining heat after the last rinse cycle.
•	 Clean and safe. No hot steam is emitted during the drying cycle.

Do not wash the following items

•	 Acrylic, Aluminum: Dishes with printed gold rim decoration may become discolored.
•	 Dishes treated with adhesive: Treated plastics, wood, ivory, copper and tin may come 

loose.
•	 Plastics with a temperature tolerance less than 90 °C : Thin plastics wash and dry poorly, 

and may be damaged due to elevated wash temperatures.
•	 Tin: Tin should be washed by hand and dried immediately as it may rust.
•	 Wooden utensils: Wooden items may crack.

When using the dishwasher, try to arrange the dishes properly as described in the “Loading the 
top and bottom baskets” section.

•	 You should remove food remains such as bones, fruit seeds, etc. and any other kind of 
waste such as toothpicks, paper, etc. from the dishes as these may cause damage to the 
dishes, create noise, or even a product malfunction.

•	 Select the appropriate cycle depending on the level of soil and the type of dishes.
•	 Use only the proper amount of detergent and rinsing agent.

In particular, keep the detergent dispenser dry when using the delay start function as it may 
become clogged up.

The dishwasher is extremely heavy. Do not attempt to move or carry the dishwasher by 
yourself.

If the power cord or plug is damaged, do not repair it yourself. Call a qualified person from 
the manufacturer or service company.

This appliance is not intended for use by young children or infirm persons unless they 
have been adequately supervised by a responsible person to ensure that they can use the 
appliance safely.

Never connect the ground wire to plastic plumbing lines, gas lines, or hot water pipes.

Water supply

Your dishwasher will fill properly when your water pressure is 0.05 ~ 0.8 MPa. Water pressure
less than 0.05 MPa may result in a water supply valve failure, which does not allow the water 
supply valve to shut off completely. Alternatively, it may take the dishwasher longer to fill than 
allowed by the controls, resulting in the dishwasher turning off. (A filling time limit, designed to 
prevent overflowing/flooding if an internal line becomes loose, has been built into the controls.)

•	 Ensuring that water faucets are easily accessible.
•	 Turning off faucets when the dishwasher is not in use.
•	 Periodically checking for leaks on the water supply hose fittings.

Before using your dishwasher for the first time, check all connections on the water supply valves 
and faucets for leaks.

•	 Once your new dishwasher has been delivered to you, carefully unpack it and check for any damage. 

If the dishwasher has been damaged, make note of it on the waybill and keep a copy. Do not install the 
dishwasher, and call your Samsung Service Centre referring to the back of the cover.

•	 If there is no damage to the product, you can proceed with the installation. If you are going to install it 
yourself, make sure to read through the installation guide and follow the directions inside.

•	 After unpacking your dishwasher, keep the packaging out of the reach of children to ensure their safety.

Connecting the hose
•	 Connect the appliance to the water mains using a new set of hoses. Do not reuse the old hoses.

Water supply hose
1.	 Turn off the water supply.

2.	 Fasten the aqua stop to the inlet connector tightly.

3.	 Turn on the water supply.

Drain hose
1.	 If you use only the drain hose for drainage, place and install 

it below 80 cm from the ground.

If the drain hose is installed higher than 80 cm, dirty water 
may flow back or a significant amount of dirty water may 
remain inside the dishwasher.

2.	 If you are sharing one drain pipe for the draining both the 
dishwasher and the sink, connect the drain hose of the 
dishwasher to the Y-adapter as shown in the figure below.

Use the Delay Start button to preset the start time. The indicator changes 
each time the button is pressed.

If you want to use multi-functional detergent such as “2 in 1”, “3 in 1”, and 
“4 in 1” detergent, select a program and then press this button. (The 4 in 1 
function is only available when selecting the Normal, Eco, Pots&Pans, Crystal 
and Quick programs.)
Though the “Rinse Refill” indicator is lit while the 4 in 1 function is activated, 
you do not have to add rinse detergent to the rinse aid dispenser.

STERILIZATION

Press this button to use the sterilization function by increasing the heat by 80 
degrees during the final rinse cycle. 
This function is only available when selecting the Normal, Pots&Pans, Eco, or 
Rinse Dry courses or the 4 in 1 function.

1/2 For small loads, only use the top or bottom basket to save energy. Pressing 
the button cycles between selecting the top or bottom basket.

If the program has already started, this button is deactivated.

START/RESET

Press this button to start the selected program.
When the door is opened while the dishwasher is operating, the Pause 
function is activated. 
If you want to reset the selected program, open the door and press the 
Start/Reset button for 3 seconds.

CHILD LOCK

The Child Lock function allows you to lock the buttons so that the wash cycle 
you’ve chosen can’t be changed.
If you want to activate or deactivate the Child Lock function, press the 
Sterilization button for 3 seconds. All buttons will be locked and “L” will be 
displayed when this feature is activated.

•	 A wash program must be selected only before starting an operation, and the selected program can not 
be changed during an operation.

•	 If you want to change the program after starting an operation, open the door and press the Start/Reset 
button for 3 seconds to reset the selected program .Then, change the program.

•	 As this dishwasher is a built-in model, you cannot use any buttons while the door is closed. To use any 
of the buttons, first open the door.

•	 Each time you press the PLUS button, the indicator icon will flash in the following sequence: “Additional 
Rinse +1 (7 min)”  “Additional Rinse +2 (14 min)”  “Additional Rinse +1, Additional Dry (37 min)”  
“Additional Rinse +2, Additional Dry (44 min)”  “Additional Dry (30 min)”. The total processing time will 
increase as much as the selected additional function.
-	 For the Eco program, the processing time will increase by 5, 10, 20 minutes and back to 10 minutes 

in sequence.
-	 For the Quick program, the “Additional Dry” option is not available so the total processing time will 

remain unchanged.
-	 For the Prewash program, the PLUS option will be disabled.

4.	 If the door is opened while a cycle is in progress, the remaining time will flash.

1.	 Turn the cap anti-clockwise to remove it.
2.	 Fill the salt container with salt. Use a funnel or similar mechanism to easily and cleanly fill the 

container.
3.	 After filling the container, wipe off any spilled salt to seal the cap properly.
4.	 Screw the cap tightly to prevent any suds from penetrating that may cause a water softening 

problem.

Using special salt

Prior to using the dishwasher for the first time;
-	 When the “Salt Refill” indicator on the control panel is lit
-	 Fill the container with special salt using the funnel: 

The capacity of the container is approx. 1kg depending on the grain size. Do not overfill the 
salt container.

-	 After filling the container with special salt, pour water into the salt container.

If the “Salt Refill” indicator is lit, refill the salt within the next three times of using it.

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Using the salt container
•	 Your dishwasher is equipped with an adjustable water softening system. 

To avoid scale deposits on the dishes and in the dishwasher, the dishes should be washed 
with soft water, i.e. water with a low lime content. 
The salt container should be adjusted according to the hardness of the water in your area. 
Your local Water Authority can advise you on the hardness of the water in your area.

•	 If you want to change the water softening level, you should set it manually as follows:
1.	 Press the Power button. (The dishwasher should turn off.)
2.	 Press the buttons sequentially. (At this time a button sound is heard.)

1)	 Press the 1/2 button for three seconds.
2)	 Press the Sterilization button.

3.	 To change the salt container level, press the 1/2 button. 
(To select the new level, refer to the chart.) 
We recommend that customers set the salt container when the dishwasher is initially 
installed by a technician.

Filling the salt container with special salt 
•	 Use only special salt for dishwashers. Do not fill the salt container with any another type of 

salt or dishwasher detergent as this would irreparably damage the salt container.
•	 If you are not going to wash your dishes immediately, you should run the Prewash program. 

This will clean any salt that has run out of the container and any salt that has been spilt.
•	 Depending on the size of the salt grains, it can take several hours for the salt to dissolve in 

the water and the special salt indicator to turn off.

Adjusting the salt container system
•	 Adjust the salt container according to the water hardness level of your area. The salt 

container has 6 settings (refer to the table below).

Adjusting the angle of the plate supports
The foldable plate spikes in the top and bottom baskets allow you to adjust the angle of the tines up to 
five different levels according to the size and shape of the dishes. To adjust the angles, see the illustrations 
below.
In the bottom basket, the plate support can be folded to make room for large items such as pots and pans.
In the top basket, the plate support can also be folded. 02 using

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Adjusting the height of the top basket
This Samsung dishwasher uses a basket able to accommodate large-sized plates. By adjusting the 
height of the top basket, you can make room for different sized dishes. You can place dinner plates with a 
diameter of 36 cm in the bottom basket and plates up to 30 cm. in diameter in the top basket.

•	 Hold the sides of the top basket at the top and 
lift up vertically.

•	 Hold the sides of the top basket at the top and 
push down vertically.

We recommend adjusting the height of the top basket before loading dishes into the basket, as the 
dishes may be damaged.

Handling the top and bottom baskets
See the illustrations below for handling the top and bottom baskets.
Please do not pull out the top and bottom baskets at the same time when both baskets are filled with 
dishes.
Gently lift up the bottom basket and pull it out of the door. Then, draw out the top basket to the end of the 
guide rail.
You can adjust the height of the top basket according to the overall height of the dishes in the bottom 
basket.
The maximum adjustable height is 5 cm

While the top basket is removable, it must be installed for the dishwasher to operate properly. 
If you attempt to operate the dishwasher without the basket installed, noise will occur and the 
dishwasher will perform poorly.

Using the cutlery basket
The cutlery basket consists of three compartments.
Each knife, spoon, or fork can be placed separately into the 
spoon stand to prevent chipping and discoloration.

DO NOT let any item extend through the bottom.

The cutlery basket can be used with the cover either open or removed. Refer to the illustrations below to 
remove the cover. Take care not to break the plastic latch.

using your dishwasher
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Using the detergent & rinse aid dispenser

Filling the detergent dispenser
1.	 Pull the latch to open the dispenser. (The cover is always 

opened at the end of a washing program.)

2.	 Add 25 g detergent to the Main wash compartment and 
add 5 g to the Pre-wash compartment, and close the 
cover,.

Using the detergent
•	 Detergent should be added into the detergent compartment before starting each program 

(except for the prewash program).
•	 The proper amount of detergent leads to the best performance.

Use only special detergent designed for automatic dishwashers. (Ordinary handwashing 
detergent should not be used, as the foam can interfere with the proper operation).

The detergent used is a special dishwasher detergent and like all household chemicals 
should be treated as toxic and kept out of the reach of children.

Clean any detergent or substance on the sealing part of the cover as the cover may 
become stuck.

Using the multi-functional tablet detergent
If you wish to use the multi-functional tablet detergents such as “2 in 1”, “3 in 1”, “4 in 1” etc...
•	 Press the 4 in 1 button on the control panel.
•	 Before the start of the dishwashing cycle, place the tablet detergent in the detergent 

dispenser.

The cover opens automatically to dispense the detergent during the wash.

The numbers in the detergent dispenser refer to grams.
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Filling the rinse aid dispenser
Your dishwasher has been designed to use liquid rinse aid.

The use of a rinse aid greatly improves the drying performance during the drying cycle.

1.	 Push and turn the dispenser knob counterclockwise to 
open the cover.

2.	 Pour rinse aid into the opening until the indicator points to 
“max”. Avoid overfilling the dispenser.

3.	 Adjust the amount of rinse aid released during the rinse 
operation. 
You can adjust the amount over six levels (1~6). The 
greater the number, the larger the amount of rinse aid 
released. The factory default is 6. 
When the rinse dispenser is filled, it is good for about 40 
washes. 
If you feel uncomfortable adjusting the leveler, using a 
couple of coins will make your adjustments easier.

4.	 Close the cover. 
Turn the dispenser knob clockwise.

We strongly recommended using only liquid rinse aid.

cleaning and maintaining your 
dishwasher
Keeping your dishwasher clean improves its performance, reduces unnecessary 
repairs, and lengthens its life.

Cleaning the exterior
It’s best to clean spills on the outside of your dishwasher as they occur. Use a soft damp cloth on the 
control panel to gently wipe away spills and dust. Do not use benzene, wax, thinner, chlorine bleach, or 
alcohol. These materials may discolor the inner walls and may cause stains. Do not clean the dishwasher by 
sprinkling water over it and avoid water coming into contact with any of the electrical parts.

If your dishwasher has a stainless steel door panel, it can be cleaned with a stainless steel cleaner for 
Home Appliances or similar product using a clean, soft cloth.

Cleaning the interior
Clean the interior of your dishwasher periodically to remove any dirt or food particles. Wipe the inside of the 
dishwasher and the inner part of the door with a wet dishcloth. We recommend running the dishwasher 
periodically (using a Quick or Rinse Dry program with the Sterilization option) with an empty load after 
inserting dishwasher detergent. This will keep your dishwasher clean.
If white spots and odor are still present in your dishwasher, run the Quick program without loading dishes 
until it flushes, then interrupt the cycle and add 200 g cup of white vinegar solution into the bottom basket 
and finish the cycle. Do not use detergent.

Do not remove the Seal tub front (the long rubber seal enclosing the opening of the dishwasher).

Cleaning the nozzles
If the cleaning performance of your dishwasher is continually low or the nozzles seem clogged, you can 
clean each of the nozzles. When removing the spray arm, take care as they may break.

Lower spray arm
1.	 Use a sharp object such as a toothpick to 

remove leftovers from the spray arm.
2.	 Remove the bottom basket.
3.	 Pull the lower spray arm firmly upwards to 

remove it.
4.	 Use a pointed object such as a toothpick to 

push food particles into the spray arm jets.
5.	 Rinse thoroughly under running water.
6.	 Return the spray arm and check that it rotates freely.

CAUTION
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Cleaning the filter

1.	 Rotate the filter cap in an anti-clockwise direction to release the coarse filter.
2.	 Remove the fine filter (rectangular).
3.	 Remove the outer filter (circle).

4.	 Rinse the coarse, fine and outer filters under running water.

5.	 Insert the filters into the tub and turn the filter cap clockwise to fix it.

Storing your dishwasher
If you need to store your dishwasher for an extended period of time, first drain and disconnect it, as your 
dishwasher may be damaged if water is left in the hoses and internal components before storing it.
After draining and disconnecting the dishwasher, be sure to turn off the water supply valve and circuit 
breaker.
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troubleshooting

Is too noisy. Sound is generated when the 
dispenser cover is open.

There is a ‘chopping’ sound because 
a nozzle is bumping against the 
dishes.
