Your device’s touch screen lets you easily select items or 
perform functions. Learn basic actions to use the touch 
screen. 

To avoid scratching the touch screen, do not use ●●

sharp tools.
Do not allow the touch screen to come into contact ●●

with other electrical devices. Electrostatic discharges 
can cause the touch screen to malfunction.
Do not allow the touch screen to come into contact ●●

with water. The touch screen may malfunction in 
humid conditions or when exposed to water. 

For optimal use of the touch screen, remove the ●●

screen protection film before using your device.
Your touch screen has a layer that detects small ●●

electrical charges emitted by the human body. 
For best performance, touch the screen with your 
fingertip.

Double-touch: Touch quickly twice on a web page, map, ●●

Double-touching after pinching 
to zoom in some applications reflows a column of text to fit 
the width of the screen.
Pinch: In some applications, such as Maps, Browser, and ●●

Gallery, you can zoom in and out by placing two fingers on 
the screen at once and pinching them together to zoom 
out or spreading them apart to zoom in.

Rotate the touch screen››
Your device has a built-in motion sensor that detects its 
orientation. If you rotate the device, the interface will 
automatically rotate according to the orientation.
To set the interface to keep the orientation, select the right 
side of the system bar and then select Auto rotation on the 
notifications panel.
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Lock or unlock the touch screen››
When you do not use the device for a specified period of 
time, it turns off and automatically locks the touch screen to 
prevent any unwanted device operations. To manually lock 
the touch screen, press [ ].
