Do not use the units if damaged. If problems occur,
switch the unit off and disconnect it from the power
supply.

(Compressor will
immediately start, provided 3 minutes have elapsed
since the last stop.)

3 After 2 minutes of operation, shut the suction valve
with the same wrench.

4 Turn off the air conditioner and switch mains supply
off.

5 Disconnect tubing. After disconnection, protect valves
and tubing ends from dust.
